(Course Handicap 29 to 36) 
 

1. List of eligible players to be emailed by the Pro Shop. 
 

2. Entry fee to be paid in the Pro Shop before the closing date, failure to do so 
results in the competitor’s name not being put in the qualifying 
competition draw. (Club competition Rule 5). 

 
3. Draw for the qualifying competition will take place for playing partners by 

the Pro Shop.  
 

4. No new names to be substituted after the draw unless approved by chair of 
H&C or Pro Shop. 

 
5. Tie on countback (last 9, 6, 3 or 1 holes) for the qualifying competition. 

 
6. The draw for the 8 qualifiers will be as per the WHS Automatic Draw. 

 
7. All knock out matches must be played by the date stipulated. No extensions 

will be given. 
 

8. The Immediate Past Captain will referee the final and also take charge of 
the competition. 

 
9. Players to book their own tee times on the allocated competition days.  In 

the event of a competition day being cancelled due to weather conditions, 
players may enter a card played in freeplay within the next 8 days following 
the date of cancellation.  You must register your intent to play your round 
with the Pro Shop prior to play.

1. Players to enter in pairs.  Fee to be paid in the Pro Shop when signing entry sheet prior 
to draw, failure to do so results in the competitors not being put in the draw. 

 
2. Qualifying rounds to be drawn and posted for all 3 rounds in advance of the competition 

mid-September. 
 

3. Competition to start on 1st October.  A pair may only play one round per month, Oct, 
Nov & Dec as set by the H&C committee. 
 
Procedures for arranging a match: 
 
a. Top player[s] MUST contact the bottom player[s] within the first week of the draw being 

published, or within the first week of the previous round ending. 
 
b. They should offer at least 4 dates to play the match, including 2 weekdays (not in the same 

week) and 2 weekend dates (not in the same weekend). 
 
c. The bottom player[s] is expected to accept one of these dates, or to negotiate a date 

acceptable to all players. 
 
d. In extreme situations, the committee’s representative i.e.: the professional will use and 

enforce. 
 

e. If the bottom player[s] have not been contacted within the time at 3a), they should report 
this to the Professional, and offer dates as in 3b. The Professional will contact the top 
player[s] and offer these dates.  

 
f. The top player(s) MUST accept one of these dates or forfeit the match. 

 
4. Following a match, on the day of play, a correctly completed and signed scorecard must 

be handed into the Pro Shop.  Failure to do so will mean the round/score cannot be 
counted and is disqualified.

5. In the event of illness or other valid reason, a player may be substituted, at the 
discretion of the chair of H&C or Pro Shop, provided no match has been played. 

 
6. Players should be available for all rounds.  If players are not available for all the rounds, 

PLEASE DO NOT ENTER.  January will be used in case of course closures from previous 
months.  For each qualifying round a pair must complete a card to be handed to the Pro 
Shop.  Scoring stableford, if a tie occurs when calculating the total for pairs, the winners 
will be determined by count-back on the 3rd card. 

 
7. Scores will be posted at the end of each month. 

 
8. For semi-finals/finals a matchplay card must be handed to the Pro Shop at the end of 

the game. 
 

9. Committee member in charge of this competition is the Lady Vice-Captain. 
 

• NB: Message from Pro Shop: there will only be 3 rounds this year (2024) as no competitions can 
be played in Jan/Feb 2025 owing to work being carried out on the course.
